Transfer Procedures

1.
The “receiving” club completes the transfer form and has this countersigned by the club which the player is leaving, to confirm that they have no objection to the transfer.

2. The completed form is sent to the SHU Office, together with the full transfer fee. 

3. The Men’s’ / Women’s Vice Convenor is informed of the request, confirms to the SHU Office that the transfer is in order, and in which competition the player may play for his / her new club.

4. The SHU Office alters the player’s registration details and sends a letter of authority to the “receiving” club and the relevant “receiving” District Secretary. 

5. The player may play for his / her new club from the date of the letter from the SHU authorising his / her transfer (SHU Bye Law 3.2.3.).

6. Dates after which the transfers may not be granted are noted in the Competitions Rules and Bye Laws.
